LIBRARY DOESN’T ESCAPE MONEY WOES 

As to be expected, the library  budget has been reduced this year. The reductions should 

not affect most services, but since the budget is not finalized that could change. The   

biggest worry for the library currently TTIP funding which pays for the subscription   

databases.   

Jim Matthews,  President of the Council of Chief Librarians of California Community 

Colleges, reported that $4 million dollars commonly used for library resources through 

TTIP (Telecommunications and Technology Infrastructure Program) funding will be  

reduced to zero with little hope that funding will be reinstated in future years. Matthews 

stated: 

 Unfortunately, in the end, TTIP was cut by 19%.  This programôs second largest item 

 was the $4 million for library databases. Given the restrictions based on contracts in the 

 other TTIP items, the library database funding will be cut to zero.     

Loss of our electronic resources will greatly affect research and instruction. Students need 

access to high quality electronic information resources. Electronic resources may be the 

only resource a student enrolled in distance education has access to.  Accreditation    

standards consider electronic resources an essential component of effective colleges. 

Some colleges already have additional funding for library electronic  resources, but we do 

not in our district. It is being recommended  by the Council of Chief Librarians that all 

librarians lobby their administration for funding from lottery funds or generals funds.   

This has been reported to administration.  Administration will research our funding  

options. One possibility may be categorical funding  that has parameters not yet released 

by the State Chancellorôs Office.  It has also been suggested that money from the yearly 

budget be used, which puts periodicals and new book purchases (or anything else       

commonly paid from the yearly budget) in jeopardy.

A new task force will be created to identify and implement changes to both workforce training 

and K-12 education, including assessment and certification measures of ICT. A five year plan will 

include expansion of Career Technical Education and Digital Literacy programs at community 

colleges. This five year action plan is due December 31, 2009. No additional funding will be  

allocated, but existing resources and personnel can be used to meet the action plan the taskforce 

will create.  Furthermore, the executive orders requests that institutions of higher education to 

incorporate Digital Literacy into workforce training programs and curricula. 

A CALL TO ACTION 

The librarian has been a advocate for information literacy since she started in 2006 and has 

continued to advocate for making information a literacy a graduation requirement. In the   

meantime, the library also makes the following suggestions: 

1) Infuse information literacy into your curriculum by working with the librarian to create 

assignments that meet your class content objectives and information literacy objectives. 

2) Create a learning community with a library courses (LIBSCI-1 or suggest a new course).  

3) Make sure your students are aware of library services by having us do a quick visit to class, 

bringing your class to the library for a full orientation, or schedule a lab session with   

hands-on activities tailored to your assignments. 

4) Information literacy includes using books, the most in-depth, trustworthy source of      

information and scholarly journals which contain highly specialized, quality information. 

Consider making  more of these resources a requirement of the research process in your 

class. the library can borrow books and obtain copies of articles for research when we do 

not have them. 

5) Work together with the librarian to develop library resources that meet the needs of your 

courses. 

GOVERNOR SIGNS EXECUTIVE ORDER TO 

ENSURE ALL CALIFORNIANS ARE DIGITALLY 

LITERATE 

DIGITAL LITERACY (CON’T) 

On May 28, 2009 the Governor signed 

Executive Order S-06-09 identifying  

Information and Communication       

Technologies (ICT) Digital Literacy as a 

component for keeping California        

competitive in a knowledge based, global 

economy and society.  The order          

proclaims that ICT Digital Literacy is  

essential to ñincreasing productivity,  

improving quality of life, and enhancing 

global competitivenessò. ICT Digital   

Literacy is defined as ñusing digital     

technology tools and/or networks to   

access, manage, integrate, create and 

communicate informationò. This is similar 

to the Association of College & Research 

Librariesô definition of information     

literacy (also called information compe-

tency).  

The executive order highlights the digital 

divide of Californians. In summary,    

certain ethnic/racial groups, income   

levels, and citizens in rural areas have less 

access to home computers  with        

broadband Internet access. Only 32% of 

all Californians are confident [note that 

this did not mention actual ability, just 

feelings of confidence] when using the 

Internet.   

The executive order also states that     

abilities to ñ read, write, do math, problem 

solve, work as a team, think critically and 

use ICT is essential to education and 

workforce preparation, employment    

success, civic participation, health care, 

and access to entertainment.ò

Obtaining Booksï Books are the most in-depth trustworthy source of information students have access to. 

This workshop will show students 

how to find books for your topic, electronic access to books, & the process for borrowing books that the WCC 

does not currently own. 

ProQuest- ProQuest is our subscription database which is used to find articles from magazines, trade journals, 

and scholarly peer-review journals. This workshop will show students how to use ProQuest to find relevant 

materials for your courses. 

Research Databasesï ProQuest is referred to the most, but many are unfamiliar with the other resources that 

students can access. Come a get an introduction to all the free online subscription databases containing high 

quality information that can help you with research, learning content for your courses, or personal choices. 

Short Attention Span Reading Clubï This is another partnership between the Library and the Writing & 

Math Center (WAM) to give students with limited free time a typical academic experience. Interesting short 

fiction & non-fiction or excerpts from longer works will be discussed in a open minded environment. Students 

can learn about and/or obtain the reading materials ahead of time at the library or the Writing & Math Center. 

Materials selected will also be read aloud to optimize the experience. Come read and hear something new. 

Web Searchingï Finding relevant, trustworthy information on the web is difficult. At this workshop we will 

discuss how to perform searches, web resources that can help you, what you can expect to find (and not find)
